Re:  Replacement WARN Act Notice — ‘Alohilani Resort Waikiki Beach

To Whom It May Concern:

As a result of an agreement reached with ILWU Local 142, we are issuing this notice to replace
the notice we sent on or about February 9, 2021. Highgate Hotels, L.P., as the employer of the
employees at the ‘Alohilani Resort Waikiki Beach, 2490 Kalakaua Ave, Honolulu, HI 96815, is
providing this notice to comply with any obligations it may have under the Federal Worker
Adjustment Retraining Notification Act, 29 U.S.C. §§ 2101-09.

Rather than terminate the employment of employees listed in our February 2021 notice (employees
that had been temporarily laid off in March 2020 due to the COVID-19 pandemic and not recalled),
those employees have now been provided with 21 months of recall rights. Enclosed is a list of the
affected job classifications and the number of affected employees in each job classification. The
listed employees will continue to be on a temporary layoff. Bumping rights exists only as allowed
in subsection 6.6 of our collective bargaining agreement.

ILWU Local 142 represents the affected employees, and the name and address of the union’s chief
elected officer is Donna Domingo, 451 Atkinson Drive, Honolulu, Hawaii 96814.
